The program provides education and
spiritual growth through worship,
retreats, and a supportive community
of fellow students, mentors, and
instructors. It includes twelve courses,
six per academic year. Each course is 5
sessions in length, and meets weekly
for one 3 hour session. Assignments
and reading reflect the twin purposes
of relating subject matter to the
students' context of life and ministry
(Family, parish, neighborhood area of
ministry), and giving a solid background
to the topic.

Topics include: Old and New Testament
studies, Church History, Christian
Ethics, Worship, Visitation, Spirituality
and Church Doctrine.

Students work at their own level, and
assignments reflect the understanding
that students are already busy in their
families, jobs, and parish. Typically,
students average approximately two to
four hours of studies per week in

addition to class time.
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
